Rules for Cut Stems

1/ an exhibitor cannot win a prize for a cut stem, if they are exhibiting a plant of the same clone or seedling. 

2/ where an exhibitor has multiple cut stems of the same clone or seedling, only one stem will be eligible for a prize 

3/ a nomination form and the appropriate colour spot are required for all seedling classes marked N.

4/ the appropriate coloured spot for Cut Stems will be issued at the Show. The coloured spot is to be placed in the top right hand corner of the plant name card.

5/ Used stakes are not to be put into provided host plants.

6/ a distance limit for exhibiting cut stems by host state members to be 250klm.

7/ Cut flower will need to be to be shown to the show marshal or his/her, assistant while still in their box prior to being exhibited. 

*Note: In the spirit of co-operation and fairness, ALL cut stems exhibited for competition should be put in vials and boxed for transport to the venue as opposed to being cut from the plant on arrival or cut and transported in buckets, jars, bottles or by similar methods.

CYMBIDIUM CLASSIFICATION AND DEFINITIONS

Cymbidiums should be subdivided into the following classes:-

1. *Large-Flower Type: The majority of the flowers should be over 100 mm (at the widest point measured horizontally). Large Flowered Type Cymbidiums must have a minimum of seven (7) fully open flowers and two thirds of the flowers open on a raceme, and should show characteristics of the type.

2. *Small Flower Standard Type: The majority of the flowers should be between 85mm to 100mm (at the widest point measured horizontally) and Small Flowered Standard Type Cymbidiums must have a minimum of seven (7) fully open flowers and two thirds of the flowers open on a raceme, and should show characteristics of the type.

Small Flower Standard Type clones or hybrids will be considered where appearance, habit and/or parentage indicate a small standard size outcome.

3. *Intermediate Type: The majority of the flowers should be between 60 mm and 85 mm (at the widest point measured horizontally) and should show characteristics of the type. Intermediate Type clones or hybrids will be considered where appearance, habit and/or parentage indicate an intermediate outcome.
4.   *Miniature Type: The majority of the flowers should be less than 60 mm (at the widest point measured    

Horizontally) and should show characteristics of the type. Miniature Type clones or hybrids will be considered where appearance, habit and/or parentage indicate a miniature outcome.

4. *Species / Primary Hybrids: The plants in this category are being judged for their characteristics and traits as species. There are over 50 known cymbidium species and their varieties, with many more synonyms in the species category. Cymbidium judges are encouraged to gain a working knowledge of the main common species exhibited on the show bench. They should be able to recognise superior shape, colour, size and floriferousness. 

When judging all types a sight evaluation, and not a ruler, should determine the flower type. 

*Where appearance, habit and/or parentage indicate a predominance of genes compatible with a specific type the outcome shall be considered and the cymbidium placed in the most appropriate class. 

*When judging previously judged, awarded, or common well known cymbidiums they should be judged as the size they are generally accepted to be regardless of the flower size on a particular plant in question. 

An adjudicating panel comprising all Judges present will resolve any problems arising.

Seedling: is the whole plant/cut stem raised from seed, which has not been divided, with no leads removed for cloning purposes and is being shown for the first time, at any show/meeting under an ACS judging system. It should be an immature plant/cut stem. It would be expected to produce a representative flowering in a pot no larger than 200mm. (eight (8) inches). Where appearance, habit and/or parentage indicate a predominance of genes compatible with a specific type the outcome shall be considered and the cymbidium placed in the most appropriate class. For show purposes the plant maintains its seedling status for the current flowering season.

Parentage should be considered in the assessment of which size class is appropriate for flowers presented on obviously immature plants/cut stems. If it could reasonably be assumed that given a plants/cut stems parentage and the immature nature of the plant/cut stem, that future flowerings on a mature plant/cut stem would give a different and more consistent flower size outcome, then that likelihood should be taken into account when judging the exhibit. 

At monthly meetings and shows the plant/cut stem name label should carry the names of the parents use in the seedling cross as registered with the Royal Horticultural Society.

Novelty Cymbidium: is defined as one of the following type, where the dominant feature of each type will be: 
a) Peloric, b) spotted, c) striped, d) feathered or e) variegated flowers.

Vintage Cymbidiums: Vintage cymbidium refers to plants that have been registered prior to 1960.

Pastel: is essentially a single even, soft, or pale colouring, consistent in tone over the surface of both sepals and petals.

Blush/Splash Petal: This applies to all variations of Pink & Red colour overlay in the sepals and petals of Cymbidium flowers (a typical example being Cym. Valley Splash ‘Awesome’), excluding the novelty (as above) and combinations of colours in flowers such as Cym. Cronulla ‘The Khan’

Definition of Colour Break is: - “random areas of colour, or lack of colour, which appears irregularly on some segments of a flower or flowers”. The question of whether plants and/or cut stems will be penalized for colour break, and whether this defect is properly identified as such, will be resolved by Panel vote as matters arise during the judging at a show or monthly meeting.
